Home On The Range is excited to formally announce the opening of our own school; Badlands
Learning Center (BLC). BLC officially opened on June 3, 2024. BLC is a year-round non-public
school. BLC offers online courses to HOTR youth through North Dakota Center for Distance Education
and North Dakota Department of Public Instruction.

HOTR is proud to announce that we have added a wonderful special education teacher to our staff.
Robin R. was hired in April 2024. She brings to the table a wealth of experience and passion working
with our kids. Robin writes and implements individualized education plans for our students and
collaborates with our education and clinical teams, as well as custodians/guardians to ensure
education plans are effectively implemented. Robin conducts formal and informal assessments to
gather data and student progress and informs the education and clinical teams.

HOTR has had a long time dream to have an occupational therapist on our team. We were very
excited to add this position to our education team with the opening of Badlands Learning Center.
Laura’s vision is to work with the children, educators, and HOTR employees to assess, create and
implement techniques and interventions to help students better do their daily living tasks. The goal is
to help our youth develop coping skills, self-regulation techniques and independence they can use in
the classroom, in their dorm and therapeutic groups, and then build on these skills to use when they
leave HOTR.

Our Education Director is Jeff Bertelsen. Jeff has been with HOTR for more than 25 years, and has
been involved in our youth’s education program for the last four years. Jeff has a great deal of
knowledge and experience working with our youth. He is also the owner/handler of Brutus, our very
own therapy dog in training, who spends his days in the classrooms with Jeff, providing our youth
comfort, support and free floor cleaning after snack time.

We also have filled all our Learning Coach positions. Our learning
coaches directly supervise our youth during school and offer
assistance to our youth while they are in the classroom. Our learning
coaches also interact with our residents doing various group activities
during the non-school portion of the day. Our learning coaches are
an essential part of the education team, as well as providing learning
opportunities for our youth by facilitating a number of different groups,
including but not limited to working out, crafting, or art groups.

We have seen and witnessed the academic success in our boys
and girls, but what do they think about school? We asked and here’s
what some of them said:

#1: “BLC has helped me get back into learning and enjoying it, Badlands Learning Center staff:
BLC has been different from any other school experience because L to R: Devan B., Sunni H., Skylar
it’'s more of a small environment so it's S., Megan C., Jeff B., Robin R.
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This summer, there were a lot of fun, Christian-based things for the
children to get involved in. Two groups, Hip Hop and Hope and The
Trampolines, were here to perform and minister to the children at
two different times. Both groups did a live concert, and then broke
into smaller groups to reflect, pray and talk about goals for their
future. The members of the groups then did fun activities with the
kids such as dancing, kick ball, basketball, and skate boarding.

We hired a full-time pastoral assistant. He will be working with
Father Nicholas Vetter to help provide spiritual guidance and lead
the children’s groups. Some of the boys and girls attended the
Praise in the Badlands concert in Medora featuring Nick Hall and
Sanctus Real.

Plans are underway for a lot of exciting things to take place in our
spiritual department.

#2: How has BLC helped you? “The BLC, is a good learning prgram that is currently helping me
with my GED and with online classes that | have found to be enjoyable.” How has BLC been
different than any school experience you’'ve had? “A lot of online school and more engaged with the
school work as well as more helpful teachers and learning coaches. You can go at your own pace as
well doing a more online course.” How does it feel to now have success in school? “/ wouldn’t say it’s
very different but definitely a lot more helpful with the work and more engaged.” How does this
success make you feel about education now? ‘I would say it’'s been well.”

#3: “BLC helped me to get so far. 3 certificates in construction. It is way easier and more calm
than other schools. It feels good and makes me feel like I'm actually learning something. The
experience has been good.”

#4: “BLC has helped me. | like BLC because it makes everything eaiser. IU can always go back to
a unit if | need to review it for a test or an examine. The teachers are always very nice and are willing to
help us. Usually in normal schools, you have a certain amount of time to be able to talk to your teacher.
Or minimum a singular hour on here, your teachers are availabe 24/7 pretty much. The teachers are
always ready to help you here, usually just an email, phone call or test. They all know their classes
very well and they are always willing to give you extra helpging stuff if you’re on an IEP. BLC makes
learning so much eaiser; you are learning at your own pace and on your own time. Sure, the classes
are expensive, but they are worth it. | personally love this because it allows me to do classes that |
wouldn’t be able to do in normal high school. It even has some musical instrument classes, and they
are pretty fun. They even have classes to get you certifiied for stuff. They even have a class about
aerospace and planes; it’s fascinating looking. Also, | have completed 3 classes and well on my way to
completing 2 more classes at this very moment I’'m 5 assignments ahead in geometry. And 12
assignments ahead in Foundations of Programming.”

Badlands Learning Center is open year-round. Because of the campus location and school staff,
the academic schedule is flexible and can be changed according to the child’s needs and/or holidays
and residents’ home visits. The children attend school from 8:00 - 10:00a.m., and then again from
1:00 - 3:00p.m. Our youth participate in clinical or activity groups in between the class sessions. We
are fortunate to have four classroom areas, two classrooms for boys and two classrooms for girls.
